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Summary


This Technical Corrigendum corrects the problems noted in Defect Report 001 on Part 1 of ISO/IEC 10175 (DPA).


The syntax definitions for several items were omitted from the Part 1 of the Standard, but which are needed for proper alignment with Part 3 of DPA.  These misalignments between Parts 1 and 3 of DPA are described below, followed by specific changes proposed to correct the omissions in Part 1.


1	One new standard-problem value is needed for the ServiceError defined in Part 1, clause 8.4.7:


clean-logical-printer-unsupported: needed for the Clean operation.  If the printer to be cleaned is a logical printer which is considered by the server implementation to be a gateway, as opposed to a container, the request shall be rejected and the print server shall return the clean-logical-printer-unsupported ServiceError to the print client.


2	Two new standard-problem values are needed for the UpdateError defined in Part 1, clause 8.4.8: 


resubmit-job-not-possible: needed for the Resubmit-job operation.  If the job to be resubmitted is currently printing, the request shall be rejected and the print server shall return the resubmit-job-not-possible UpdateError to the print client.


deletion-not-possible: needed for the Delete operation.  If the server or physical printer to be deleted currently contains jobs, the request shall be rejected and the print server shall return the deletion-not-possible UpdateError to the print client.


3	New Event-report types needed for the CancelJob operation:


id-val-event-report-job-cancelled:  �Since the CancelJob operation is asynchronous, the print client does not know when this operation has been completed.  Upon completion of the CancelJob operation, the server shall notify the print client with the id-val-event-report-job-cancelled event.


4	New Event-report types needed for the Clean operation:


id-val-event-report-printer-cleaned �id-val-event-report-server-cleaned  �Since the Clean operation relies on the asynchronous CancelJob operation, the Clean operation is also asynchronous.  Thus, the print client does not know when the Clean operation has been completed on a printer or on a server.  Upon completion of the cleaning of a printer, the server shall notify the print client with the id-val-event-report- printer-cleaned event;  upon completion of the cleaning of a server, the server shall notify the print client with the id-val-event-report-server-cleaned event.


5	New Event-report type needed for the ResubmitJob operation:


id-val-event-report-job-resubmitted �Since the ResubmitJob operation may be asynchronous, the print client does not know when this operation has been completed, or when individual resubmitted jobs have been accepted by a print server.  Upon acceptance of each job included in a resubmission request, the server shall notify the print client with the id-val-event-report-job-resubmitted event.  A note should be added to the effect that the operation may or may not execute synchronously.


6	New attributes needed for the operations argument element of the Control operation:


reset �trace-enable�backup


7	New attribute values needed for the reset attribute, which is an argument element of the Control operation:


id-val-reset-power-cycle �id-val-reset-to-nvram�id-val-reset-to-factory-defaults

Page 74, clause 8.4.7, in the syntax definition of ServiceProblem, change:

p)	clean-logical-printer-unsupported: A client made a request to clean a logical-printer that the server considers to be a gateway rather than a container.

e)	resubmit-job-not-possible: A client made a request to resubmit a job that is currently printing.


f)	deletion-not-possible: A client made a request to delete a server or physical-printer that contains jobs.





Page 78, at the end of clause 8.5.4, add the following items:


j)	id-val-event-report-job-cancelled: The server has completed cancelling the print-job.


k)	id-val-event-report-printer-cleaned: The clean operation has been completed on the printer. 


l)	id-val-event-report-server-cleaned: The clean operation has been completed on the server. 


m)	id-val-event-report-job-resubmitted: The job has been resubmitted and accepted by the new server (which may be the same as, or different from, the original server).
