There is no Formal Approval process that applies to Workgroup decisions, and voting is not 27 
necessary to approve Workgroup decisions. When a Workgroup Chair decides to call for a 28 
vote, then a simple majority of those casting ballots (not including abstentions) is necessary. 29 

2.2 Workgroup Voting Eligibility 30 

The following voting rights policy applies to all voting done within a PWG Workgroup: 31 

⎯ A voter must be a representative of a PWG Member in good standing. 32 

⎯ Each PWG Member can only cast one vote. 33
