IPP Everywhere Self-Certification < pWE

e Consensus thus far has been to define a PWG-
endorsed self-certification process for Printers:

e Each vendor can perform the self-certification process or
contract it out as desired

e Passing self-certification grants the right to use the IPP
Everywhere logo

e Vendors will register their self-certification on the PWG web
site, which will display a list of self-certified products and
vendors

o Self-certification will be open to everyone, not just PWG
members

e Primary purpose is marketing

o Self-certification of Clients is currently out-of-scope
though technically feasible, e.g., with CUPS ippserver

e Client software to drive adoption
e Open Printing???

e Bonjour test tool
e Mike to provide in CUPS, LGPL2

e WS-Discovery test tool
e wsddebug_client.exe tool is available from MS
e VVolunteer to write test script/program?

e Enhancements to CUPS ipptool
e Hostname and port validation support (Host: header)
e Identification of ipptool version in output
e Mike to provide in future CUPS ipptool releases




IPP Everywhere Self-Certification < pWE

e What we need (con't):

e More IPP test files to test media-ready, printer-state-reasons,
printer-supply, etc.

e \olunteers?
e Define machine-readable report formats for test results

e ipptool provides XML output using Apple’s plist schema,
probably sufficient for Bonjour and WS-Discovery

e Develop registration page(s) on pwg.org

e Daniel Dressler has volunteered to do this work along with
the PWG site update

e Complete the Self-Certification Manual
e Define test procedures and requirements in detail
e Define exception process for tests that might fail
o Get ISTO legal review/updates of license agreement
e Get ISTO to register new logos as trademarks

e What we need (con't):
e Guinea pigs to test the self-certification manual and tools

e Nice to have:
e GUI that automates self-certification
e LDAP/SLP/SSDP test tools

o Self-certification test procedures and license agreement
will be published using the PWG Best Practices process
but use a different prefix and location of published
documents:

e “PWG Licensing” document

e “IPP Everywhere Self-Certification Manual 1.0”

span a face-to-face meeting

e Formal Review by Steering Committee

e PWG Formal Vote of at least 16 working days (22 calendar days)
e Formal Approval by Steering Committee

e Publication of new self-certification manual

e IPP WG reviews potential changes for new versions, prepares a
stable working draft

e IPP WG Last Call of at least 10 working days (14 calendar days)

e PWG Call for Objection of at least 16 working days (22 calendar
days)

e Review by IPP WG
e Publication of new self-certification manual

e This is the process used for maintenance, clarifications,
and technical errata (section 9 of Process/3.0)
