e New Mobile Printing organization

e Some overlap with IPP Everywhere, but with different
goals:

e IPP Everywhere intends to limit the number of file formats a Client
must support, while Mopria plans to add file formats

e IPP Everywhere works for all kinds of Clients, while Mopria is focused
on Mobile

e IPP Everywhere is an open standard managed by an open standards
organization while Mopria is a closed standard managed by an closed
industry consortium

e IPP Everywhere relies on existing Client software while Mopria is
providing a Client SDK
