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12. IPP Everywhere Logo License Agreement 281 

Once an entity passes the required conformance tests in the IPP Everywhere Self-Certification 282 
Manual (the "Manual"), that entity and its tested product/component will be considered “certified” in 283 
accordance with the PWG Candidate Standard 5100.14: IPP Everywhere.  Entities with certified 284 
product(s) shall receive from the IEEE Standards and Technology Organization - Printer Working 285 
Group ("ISTO-PWG") the original electronic source files of the IPP Everywhere self-certification 286 
mark (the "Logo"). Certified entities should strictly use only those files provided; variants of the 287 
Logo may not be used in any way and will be considered a violation to this agreement. 288 

12.1 Logo Placement and Minimum Space  289 

The Logo should be allowed enough space between itself and surrounding elements to maintain its 290 
prominence and impact on the page. White space around the Logo draws the eye first to the Logo, 291 
and then to the attached message, thereby fortifying the Logo. With the exception of template 292 
items such as letterhead, envelopes, press releases, and business cards, there are no strict 293 
measurements for the space around the Logo. Space will vary depending on size of the area in 294 
which the Logo is placed, as well as on the amount of additional information adjoining the Logo.  295 

While the amount of space surrounding the Logo varies, additional type or temporary taglines 296 
MUST NOT be directly attached or integrated into the Logo.  297 

12.2 Logo Usage 298 

The Logo may be posted on a test vendor’s website, marketing collateral, and documentation 299 
pertaining to the product/component certified, and must reference that the product/component is 300 
certified against the test suite reported in the official Self-Certification Test Report (SCTR) publicly 301 
posted on the ISTO-PWG’s website. The ISTO-PWG deems a product/component self-certified 302 
which has passed the test defined in the Manual. The Logo is for use exclusively and solely by the 303 
signed party in this Agreement who is considered by the ISTO-PWG to be a certified product 304 
vendor. 305 

The Logo is provided in two forms: a black version for use on light backgrounds and a white 306 
version for use on dark backgrounds. The version of Logo used MUST provide sufficient contrast 307 
with the background to be legible under normal office lighting conditions. 308 

The ISTO-PWG is the sole and exclusive owner of all rights, title and interest in and to the Logo 309 
together with the goodwill related thereto, and retains all right to control the appearance and 310 
manner of use of the Logo. In the event the Party listed here fails to comply with the above 311 
standards, that party agrees to immediately, upon notice from the ISTO-PWG, remedy its usage or 312 
discontinue use of the Logo until such time as it can comply. Party agrees not take any action that 313 
could be detrimental or bring disrepute to the Logo and/ or to the ISTO-PWG and its rights 314 
referenced herein.
