Email Reflector

Raymond seems to be getting duplicate email from the reflector.  On the other hand, it might just be his LookOut rules.  
Time Format
XML format is probably acceptable.  

· It is easy to generate and easy to read.  

· It includes formats for both absolute and delta time.  

· It is directly usable by web services.  

One may have to argue with the SNMP police about format, however.  The usual SNMP format is packed decimal (BCD), which is binary, hard to read and process.  

· The XML format seems to be an increasingly popular format these days, so it might not be too hard to argue.  
Send this out as a proposal, and call for objections.  
· One might add two time properties, one traditional SNMP packed decimal format, and one XML format.

· Both optional beyond sysUptime, which is of course mandatory

· Include a description of the theory of alert time recording and calculation for the application using a device that has only sysUptime. 
· Also add a non-resettable counter for boot cycles, and include the boot counter plus sysUptime into alert log.  
Button Group

Add length to the Description property.

Proposal from Raymond on button management:

· It may be that buttons are managed in groups that can be enabled and disabled, for example, "All front panel buttons."  

· In this case, the individual buttons don't appear as separate entries in the MIB.  Only the group "Front panel buttons" appears in the table.  

· Need an additional property to signify that entry is a group of buttons not an individual button.
