Getting implementation experience
Coretronic is starting a new project, and would like to give some of the group definitions to the software house developing management software.  Great idea!  Let's get these specs out in front of real implementers as soon as possible, get some feedback from them.  
(Note to Jasper: Please make them commit to giving feedback on the clarity of the specs, ease of development, usefulness, etc., so that we can benefit from their experience.)
Group-status spreadsheet

Question: Does Interfaces refer to physical connectors or logical signal channels?
Answer: The Input Select property should point to the physical connector.  Therefore the Interface group should include the physical connectors.  
List of interfaces, for the enum list of connectors, a starter set: 

- VGA

- DVI 
- component video

- video over USB

- media card reader

- DisplayPort

- HDMI

- composite video

- S-video

- BNCx5

- network data input

Also need to include separate interfaces for audio: 

- 3.5mm jack

- RCA phono plug stereo inputs

- digital audio input via fiber

- digital audio via coax
General group

WE might add the current DisplayedResolution H and V, which is available inside all display devices.  This seems like a reasonable help desk request, but is not currently used in or requested by the customers of Spinoza software.  Questionable for V1.
Power State Properties doc
For the Availability element of properties, do we want to make fine distinctions about when properties are available?  Example: fan speed must be available when the device is in the On state, is not required to be available in the ActiveOff state, but do we want to require that it be available in the Cooling and Warming states?  After much discussion, no, we don't.  We will specify what needs to be available in ActiveOff, the lowest of the reduced power states, and On, but we will not specify requirements for intermediate states.  At least not for v1.  
- Don’t do a big table of all properties for v1.  Availability values of OffReadOnly and OffWritable (referenced to the ActiveOff state), and On suffice for v1 interoperability.  
- The states fall in a clear ordering, except for Warming and Cooling.  So "available in state X" means "also available in any state more toward On than X."

Everyone PLEASE review this document, and complain about wrong or missing sections.
