Aux information is not implemented in a
consistent manner and will be dropped. The necessary




information will be provided by eventually mapping the
PortMonMIB.

o For prtMarker, the addressability unit will be removed and a
fixed addressability unit of dots/inch will be used

o For prtAlert, the time element will be covered by the date-time
stamp
