Suggestion to change some current entries in IANA MIB were discouraged because disrupting the
current parts of the document when there was no compelling reason to do so did not appear
reasonable.

If no unresolved comments remain then, the
proposed changes will be sent to IANA

Consideration of updated Imaging Power Model and MIB Documents

The updates to the Power Model document (ftp://ftp.pwg.org/pub/pwag/wims/wd/wd-wimspower10-
20100428-rev.pdf), the Power MIB specification (ftp:/ftp.pwg.org/pub/pwag/wims/wd/wd-
wimspowermib10-20100428.pdf), and the Power MIB (ftp:/ftp.pwg.ora/pub/pwag/wims/wd/wd-
wimspowermib10-20100428.mib) were reviewed and it was agreed that the changes address the
comments made at the last WIMS Concall.

These documents now await results of the MPSA investigation and the experiences from
prototyping before they can be advanced.
